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OBJECTIVES FOR EQUAL EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITIES FOR STUDENTS

This series of the board policy manual is devoted to the board's goals and objectives for assisting the students of the school district in obtaining an education.  Each student will have an opportunity to obtain an education in compliance with the policies in this series.

It is the goal of the board to develop a healthy social, intellectual, emotional, and physical self-concept in the students enrolled in the school district.  Each student attending school will have the opportunity to use it and its education program and services as a means for self-improvement and individual growth.  In so doing, the students are expected to conduct themselves in a manner that assures each student the same opportunity.

The board supports the delivery of the education program and services to students free of discrimination on the basis of race, color, sex, marital status, socioeconomic status, national origin, religion, sexual orientation, gender identity or disability.  This concept of equal educational opportunity serves as a guide for the board and employees in making decisions relating to school district facilities, employment, selection of educational materials, equipment, curriculum, and regulations affecting students.

In the delivery of the education program, students will treat the employees with respect and students will receive the same in return.  Employees have the best interests of the students in mind and will assist them in school-related or personal matters if they are able to do so.  Students should feel free to discuss problems, whether school-related or personal, with the guidance counselor or other employees.

Board policies, rules and regulations affect students while they are on school district property or on property within the jurisdiction of the school district; while on school owned and/or operated school or chartered vehicles; while attending or engaged in school activities; and while away from school grounds if misconduct will directly affect the good order, efficient management and welfare of the school district.

Board policy refers to the term "parents" in many of the policies.  The term parents for purposes of this policy manual means the legal parents, the legal guardian or custodian of a student, and students who have reached the age of majority or are otherwise considered an adult by law.

RESIDENT STUDENTS

Children who are residents of the school district community will attend the school district without paying tuition.

The residence of a student means the place, abode, or dwelling of the student.  Generally, the legal dwelling of minors is the same as their parents.  However, a student may establish a dwelling with someone other than the parents and attend public school in the school district without paying tuition if the primary purpose for residing in the school district is not for the purpose of obtaining a free public education.  Further, students who have reached the age of majority and who are still eligible to attend an Iowa secondary school may declare their residence independent of the residence of the parents.

Each case involving the bona fide residence of a student will be decided upon its individual merits by the superintendent.

NONRESIDENT STUDENTS

Students who are eligible to attend an Iowa public school but who are not legal residents of the school district may be admitted into the school district at the discretion of the superintendent upon application and payment of tuition.  The tuition rate shall be the current per-pupil cost of the school district as computed by the board secretary/associate business manager and as authorized by the Iowa Department of Education.

Resident students whose families move from the school district after the start of a semester and who wish to complete the semester in the school district may be permitted to attend without the payment of tuition at the discretion of the superintendent and upon approval of the board.  Students who have applied through open enrollment to the nonresident district may complete the school year without approval of the superintendent or board.  These students, other than students in grades eleven (11) and twelve (12), must have the recommendation of the principal, as well as an adult who resides in the school district, identified for purposes of administration.

Students in grades eleven (11) or twelve (12) who are no longer residents of the school district, but were residents in the preceding school year, may continue to attend school until they graduate without the payment of tuition.  These students must have an adult, who resides in the school district, identified for purposes of administration.

Nonresident students who are eligible to attend an Iowa public school and who have evidence they will become legal residents of the school district prior to the October 1 may be allowed to attend without the payment of tuition.

COMPULSORY ATTENDANCE

Parents within the school district who have children over age six and under age sixteen by September 15, in proper physical and mental condition to attend school, will have the children attend the school district at the attendance center designated by the board.  Students will attend school the number of days school is in session in accordance with the school calendar.  Students of compulsory attendance age will attend school a minimum of 1080 hours.  Students not attending the minimum days must be exempted by this policy as listed below or, referred to the county attorney.  Exceptions to this policy include children who:

(
have completed the requirements for graduation in an accredited school or have obtained a high school equivalency diploma;

(
are attending religious services or receiving religious instruction;

( 
are attending an approved or probationally approved private college preparatory school;

(
are attending an accredited nonpublic school; 

· are receiving independent private instruction; or,

(
are receiving competent private instruction.

It is the responsibility of the parent of a child to provide evidence of the child's mental and physical inability to attend school or of the child's qualifications for one of the exceptions listed above.

The principal will investigate the cause for a student's truancy.  If the principal is unable to secure the truant student's attendance, the principal should discuss the next step with the school board.  If after school board action, the student is still truant, principal will refer the matter over to the county attorney.

The school will participate in mediation if requested by the county attorney.  The superintendent will represent the school district in mediation.  The school district will monitor the student's compliance with the mediation agreement and will report violations of the mediation agreement to the county attorney.

Note:  The compulsory attendance law does not require school districts to have a truancy officer.

ENTRANCE - ADMISSIONS

Children in the Central Lyon school district community will be allowed to enroll in the school district's regular education program beginning at age five (5).  The child must be age five (5) on or prior to September 15 to participate in the school district's kindergarten program.  The child must be age six (6) on or prior to September 15 to begin the first (1st) grade of the education program.

The board shall require evidence of age and residency in the form of a birth certificate or other evidence before the student may enroll in the school district's education program.  It shall be within the discretion of the superintendent to determine what is satisfactory evidence for proof of age.

Prior to enrollment, the child must provide the administration with their health and immunization certificate or an immunization waiver due to qualifying exemptions such as religious beliefs or documented health reasons.   Failure to provide this information within the time period set by the superintendent shall be reason for suspension, expulsion or denying admission to the student.

Transfer Student Eligibility - Good Conduct Rule

The Central Lyon Community Schools will accept a student who transfers into the district within the transfer policies of the district and in compliance with State Statutes.  However, any student who has been declared ineligible under the Good Conduct Rule of the prior school district and who transfers to Central Lyon Community School District, and without having completed the full period of ineligibility at that school will not be eligible for interscholastic competition at Central Lyon High School until the full period of ineligibility from the prior school has been completed.  Once the specified time period of ineligibility has been completed, the student will be immediately eligible for interscholastic competition at Central Lyon High School, subject to all other rules of eligibility.

The Board may deny admission to participation in interscholastic competition if the student is not willing to provide the Board or Administration with the necessary information.

STUDENT TRANSFERS IN

Students who transfer into the school district must meet the immunization and age requirements set out for students who initially enroll in the school district.  The school district reserves the right to deny admission to any nonresident student unless the student is complying with open enrollment procedures.

The school district shall request the student's cumulative records from the previous school district.  If the student cannot offer proof of grade level, the superintendent will make the grade level determination.  The superintendent may require testing or other information to determine the grade level.  Students expelled or suspended from their previous school district will only be enrolled after approval of the board.

The superintendent shall determine the amount of credits to be transferred after discussion with the appropriate building principal and guidance counselor.  If the student has not previously attended an accredited school, it is within the superintendent's discretion to accept or reject credits or grades.

The board may deny admission if the student is not willing to provide the board with the necessary information.

STUDENT TRANSFERS OUT OR WITHDRAWALS

If the student's parents wish to withdraw or transfer the student from school prior to completing and graduating from the education program, they shall notify the building principal in writing as soon as possible of the decision to withdraw or transfer the student from the education program.  The student or parent should present this written notice at the office and receive instructions regarding the return of textbooks, library books, locker equipment, hot lunch tickets, etc.

The notice shall state the student's final day of attendance.  If the student is not enrolling in another school district, the school district shall maintain the student's records in the same manner as the records of students who have graduated from the school district.

If the parents wish to have the student's cumulative record sent to the new school district, the parents shall notify the building principal in writing.  This notice shall include the name of the school district and the person at the receiving school district to whom the student's cumulative records should be sent.  If the new school district requests the student's cumulative records, the school district will forward the cumulative records and notify the parents the records have been sent.  The notice shall inform the parents of their right to review the records sent.

If the student is of compulsory education age and not transferring to another public school district or an accredited nonpublic school, the parents shall notify the building principal that the student is receiving competent private instruction and file the necessary competent private instruction reports.

The building principal shall provide the Superintendent with a written notice of all transfers and/or withdrawals on a monthly basis.

STUDENT ATTENDANCE RECORDS

It shall be the policy of the Central Lyon School District to encourage regular attendance on the part of each student.  An accurate and consistently maintained record system is crucial to alerting the staff to the attendance pattern of each student.

It shall be the duty of each building principal to assure the keeping of adequate attendance records and to submit required reports to the central administrative office.

The professional staff shall use all resources available to meet the goal of achieving regular attendance for all students.  It is imperative that:



1.  Teachers let students know they care for them and want them in



     attendance every day.



2.  Parents and guardians be aware that teachers and our society



     expect their help in seeing that students attend school daily.



3.  Students realize that valuable information, work habits, and training



     is provided each day by the teacher and they will miss important



     learning opportunities if they do not attend school daily.

Students who are absent from school without a reasonable excuse shall be subject to disciplinary measures which may include, but will not be limited to; in-school, short-term, or long-term suspension, credit loss, and expulsion.

STUDENT ABSENCES - EXCUSED

Regular attendance by students is essential for students to obtain the maximum opportunities from the education program.  Parents and students alike are encouraged to ensure an absence from school is a necessary absence.  Students shall attend school unless excused by the principal of their attendance center.

Student absences approved by the principal shall be excused absences.  Excused absences shall count as days in attendance for purposes of the truancy law.  These absences include, but are not limited to, illness, family emergencies, recognized religious observances, and school-sponsored or approved activities.

Students whose absences are approved shall make up the work missed and receive full credit for the missed school work.  It shall be the responsibility of the student to initiate a procedure with the student's teacher to complete the work missed.

Students who wish to participate in school-sponsored activities must attend school at least one-half (1/2) day the day of the staging or playing of the activity unless permission has been given by the principal for the student to be absent.

It shall be the responsibility of the parent to notify the student's attendance center as soon as the parent knows the student will not be attending school on that day.  The principal may request evidence or written verification of the student's reason for absence.

It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent, in conjunction with the principal, to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy.

TRUANCY - UNEXCUSED ABSENCES

Regular attendance by the students at school is essential for students to obtain the maximum opportunities from the education program.  Parents and students alike are encouraged to ensure an absence from school is a necessary absence.  Students shall attend school unless excused by the principal of their attendance center.

Truancy is the failure to attend school for the minimum number of days established in the school calendar by the board.  Truancy is the act of being absent without a reasonable excuse.  These absences shall include, but not be limited to, tardiness, shopping, hunting, concerts, preparation or participation in parties and other celebrations and employment.  Truancy will not be tolerated by the board.

Students are subject to disciplinary action for truancy including suspension and expulsion.  It shall be within the discretion of the principal to determine, in light of the circumstances, whether a student may make up work missed because of truancy.  Students receiving special education services will not be assigned to supervised study hall or in-school suspension unless the goals and objectives of the student’s Individualized Education Program are capable of being met.

The principal shall investigate the cause for a student's truancy.  If the principal is unable to secure the truant student's attendance, the principal should discuss the next step with the Superintendent.  If after Superintendent action, the student is still truant, the Superintendent shall refer the matter to the school board.  If after school board action, the student is still truant, the school board shall refer the matter to the county attorney. 

The school will participate in mediation if requested by the county attorney.  The superintendent shall represent the school district in mediation.  The school district will monitor the student's compliance with the mediation agreement and will report violations of the mediation agreement to the county attorney.

It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent, in conjunction with the building principals, to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy.  The administrative regulations shall indicate the disciplinary action to be taken for truancy.

STUDENT RELEASE DURING SCHOOL HOURS

Students will be allowed to leave the school district facilities during school hours only with prior authorization from their parents, unless the parent appears personally at the student's attendance center to arrange for the release of the student during school hours, or with the permission of the principal.

Approved reasons for release of a student during the school day shall include, but not be limited to, illness, family emergencies, medical appointments, religious instruction, classes outside the student's attendance center, employment for which the student has been issued a work permit and other reasons determined appropriate by the principal.

It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent, in conjunction with the principal, to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy.

PREGNANT STUDENTS

The board encourages pregnant students to continue to attend the education program as long as they are physically able to do so.  The pregnant student may notify the principal or the guidance counselor as soon as she is aware of the pregnancy.  The school may require that a pregnant student provide the principal with a written note from her doctor relative to special conditions that might exist and specific suggestions as to how long the student may continue to attend classes.  If the student is unable to attend school because of her physical condition, the student shall be excused and arrangements made to continue her studies during her absence within the parameters of Section 504 of the federal code.  The student shall resume classes upon the recommendation of her physician.

STUDENTS OF LEGAL AGE

Students who have attained legal age may continue the education program without payment of tuition as long as they are eligible to attend an Iowa public school and are residents of the school district.

Parents will be allowed to access and view the student's records without written permission from the student if the student is still a dependent for tax purposes.  In most cases, with the discretion of the principal, the student will be able to make decisions and sign documents rather than requiring parental permission or signature.

OPEN ENROLLMENT TRANSFERS - PROCEDURES AS A SENDING DISTRICT

The school district will participate in open enrollment as a sending district.  As a sending district, the board will allow resident students who meet the requirements to open enroll to another public school district.

Parents requesting open enrollment out of the school district for their student will notify the sending and receiving school district no later than March 1 in the school year preceding the first year desired for open enrollment.  The notice is made on forms provided by the Department of Education.  The forms are available at the central administration office.

Parents of children who will begin kindergarten in the school district are exempt from the open enrollment March 1 deadline.  Parents of children who will begin kindergarten will file in the same manner set forth above by September 1.  Parents who have good cause as defined by law for failing to meet the March 1 deadline may make an open enrollment request by September 1 unless another deadline applies.

The receiving district will approve open enrollment requests according to the timelines established by law.  The parents may withdraw the open enrollment request prior to the start of the school year.  The receiving district’s superintendent will notify the parents and sending school district by mail within five days of the school district’s action to approve or deny the open enrollment request.  


The board will not approve a student's request to allow the receiving district to enter the school district for the purposes of transportation.

An open enrollment request out of the school district from parents of a special education student is reviewed on a case-by-case basis.  The determining factor for approval of such an open enrollment request will be whether the special education program available in the receiving school district is appropriate for the student's needs.  The area education agency director of special education serving the receiving district will determine whether the program is appropriate.  The special education student will remain in the school district until the final determination is made.

It is the responsibility of the superintendent to maintain open enrollment request applications and notice forms.  It will also be the responsibility of the superintendent to develop appropriate office procedures and administrative regulations necessary for open enrollment requests.

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OPEN ENROLLMENT TRANSFERS - PROCEDURES AS A RECEIVING DISTRICT

The school district will participate in open enrollment as a receiving district.  As a receiving district, the board will allow nonresident students, who meet the legal requirements, to open enroll into the school district.  The board will have complete discretion to determine the attendance center of the students attending the school district under open enrollment.

The superintendent will approve timely filed applications by June 1; incoming kindergarten applications; good cause application; or continuation of an educational program application filed by September 1.
The superintendent will notify the sending school district and parents within five days of the school district’s action to approve or deny the open enrollment request.  The superintendent will also forward a copy of the school district’s action with a copy of the open enrollment request to the Iowa Department of Education.

Open enrollment requests into the school district will not be approved if insufficient classroom space exists.  Open enrollment requests into the school district will also not be approved for students who have been suspended or expelled by the administration or the board of the school district the student is or was attending until the student has been reinstated into the school district from which the student was suspended or expelled.  Once the student is reinstated, the student's open enrollment request will be considered in the same manner as other open enrollment requests provided the required timelines are met.

Open enrollment requests into the school district that, if denied, would result in students from the same nuclear family being enrolled in different school districts, will be given highest priority.  The board, in its discretion, may waive the insufficient classroom space reason for denial for students of the same nuclear family to prevent the division of a nuclear family between two school districts.  Other open enrollment requests into the school district are considered in the order received by the school district with the first open enrollment request given a higher priority than the second open enrollment request and so forth.

Generally, students in grades nine through twelve open enrolling into the school district will not be eligible for participation in interscholastic athletics, at the varsity level, during the first ninety days of open enrollment into the school district.

OPEN ENROLLMENT TRANSFERS - PROCEDURES AS A RECEIVING DISTRICT

Parents of students whose open enrollment requests are approved by the superintendent are responsible for providing transportation to and from the receiving school district without reimbursement.  The board will not approve transportation into the sending district.
An open enrollment request into the school district from parents of a special education student is reviewed on a case-by-case basis.  The determining factors for approval of such an open enrollment request will be whether the special education program available in the school district is appropriate for the student's needs and whether the enrollment of the special education student will cause the class size to exceed the maximum allowed.  The area education agency director of special education serving the school district will determine whether the program is appropriate.  The special education student will remain in the sending district until the final determination is made.

The policies of the school district will apply to students attending the school district under open enrollment.

It is the responsibility of the superintendent to develop appropriate office procedures and administrative regulations necessary for open enrollment requests.

HOMELESS CHILDREN AND YOUTH

The Central Lyon Community School District believes all students should have access to a free, appropriate public education. The district will ensure that homeless children and youth have equal access to the same free, appropriate public education as other children and youth. 

The term “homeless children and youth” means individuals who lack a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence. The term includes: 
· Children and youth who are: 

· Sharing the housing of other persons due to loss of housing, economic hardship, or a similar reason (sometimes referred to as “doubled up”); 

· Living in motels, hotels, trailer parks, or camping grounds due to lack of alternative adequate accommodations; 

· Living in emergency or transitional shelters; or

· Abandoned in hospitals. 

· Children and youth who have a primary nighttime residence that is a public or private place not designed for, or ordinarily used as, a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings; 

· Children and youth who are living in cars, parks, public spaces, abandoned buildings, substandard housing, bus or train stations, or similar settings; and 

· Migratory children who qualify as homeless because they are living in circumstances described above. 

To help ensure that homeless children and youth have a full opportunity to enroll, attend, and succeed at school, the board shall:

· Designate the guidance counselor for each building as the local homeless children and youth liaison; 
· Provide training opportunities for staff so staff may help identify and meet the needs of homeless children and youth; 
· Remove barriers, including those associated with fees, fines, and absences, to the identification, enrollment, retention, attendance and/or success in school for homeless children and youth; 
· Ensure collaboration and coordination with other service providers; 
· Ensure transportation is provided in accordance with legal requirements; 
· Provide school stability in school assignment according to the child’s best interests; 
· Ensure the privacy of student records, as provided by applicable law, including information about a homeless child or youth’s living situation; 
· Engage in the dispute resolution process for decisions relating to the educational placement of homeless children and youth as provided by applicable law; and 
· Prohibit the segregation of a homeless child or youth from other students enrolled in the district. 
The superintendent may develop an administrative process or procedures to implement this policy. 

NOTE:  This is a mandatory policy.

INTERNATIONAL EXCHANGE STUDENTS


Qualified international exchange students may be enrolled and attend school without charge, if the sponsoring organization is recommended by an approved local organization and reside within the boundaries of this district.  Proper I-20 forms and other required papers must be processed by the district, the student, and the sponsoring organization before an international student can be formally admitted to school.


The international exchange students who are qualified shall have the same rights and privileges of resident students and shall be subject to the same rules and regulations as resident students.

STUDENT APPEARANCE

The board believes inappropriate student appearance causes material and substantial disruption to the school environment or presents a threat to the health and safety of students, employees and visitors.

Students are expected to adhere to standards of cleanliness and dress that are compatible with the requirements of a good learning environment.  The standards will be those generally acceptable to the community as appropriate in a school setting.

The board expects students to be clean and well-groomed and wear clothes in good repair and appropriate for the time, place and occasion.  Clothing or other apparel promoting products illegal for use by minors and clothing displaying obscene material, profanity, or reference to prohibited conduct are disallowed.  While the primary responsibility for appearance lies with the students and their parents, appearance disruptive to the education program will not be tolerated.  When, in the judgment of a principal, a student's appearance or mode of dress disrupts the educational process or constitutes a threat to health or safety, the student may be required to make modifications.

It is the responsibility of the superintendent, in conjunction with the principals, to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy.

CARE OF SCHOOL PROPERTY-VANDALISM

Students shall treat school district property with the care and the respect they would treat their own property. FREEDOM OF EXPRESSION

Student expression, other than student expression in student-produced official school publications, made on the school district premises or under the jurisdiction of the school district or as part of a school-sponsored activity may be attributed to the school district; therefore, student expression must be responsible.  Student expression must be appropriate to assure that the students learn and meet the goals of the school activity and that the potential audience is not exposed to material that may be harmful or inappropriate for their level of maturity.

Students will be allowed to express their viewpoints and opinions as long as the expression is responsible.  The expression shall not, in the judgment of the administration, encourage the breaking of laws, cause defamation of persons, be obscene or indecent, or cause a material and substantial disruption to the educational program.  The administration, when making this judgment, shall consider whether the activity in which the expression was made is school-sponsored and whether review or prohibition of the students' speech furthers an educational purpose.  Further, the expression must be done in a reasonable time, place, and manner that is not disruptive to the orderly and efficient operation of the school district.

Students who violate this policy may be subject to disciplinary measures.  Employees shall be responsible for insuring students' expression is in keeping with this policy.  It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy.

STUDENT COMPLAINTS AND GRIEVANCES

Student complaints and grievances regarding board policy or administrative regulations and other matters should be addressed to the student's teacher or another licensed employee, other than the administration, for resolution of the complaint.  It is the goal of the board to resolve student complaints at the lowest organizational level.

If the complaint cannot be resolved by a licensed employee, the student may discuss the matter with the principal within five (5) days of the employee's decision.  If the matter cannot be resolved by the principal, the student may discuss it with the superintendent within five (5) days after speaking with the principal.

If the matter is not satisfactorily resolved by the superintendent, the student may ask to have the matter placed on the board agenda of the next regularly scheduled board meeting in compliance with board policy.

GRIEVANCE PROCEDURES-TITLE IX & SECTION 504 STUDENTS

“It is the policy of the Central Lyon Community Schools not to discriminate on the basis of sex in its educational activities, programs or employment policies as required by Title IX of the 1972 Education Amendments and PL 504, Vocational Rehabilitation Act of 1973.  Inquiries regarding compliance with Title IX and PL 504 may be directed to Central Lyon CSD, District Guidance Counselor, PO Box 471, Rock Rapids:  High School telephone (712) 472-4051 or Elementary/Middle School (712) 472-4041 (Title IX and Section 504 coordinators for the Central Lyon Schools is the building guidance counselor) or to the Director of Office for Civil Rights, Department of Health, Education and Welfare, Washington, D.C.”

In accordance with the above policy statement, should you believe the Central Lyon Community School District, or its students, are violating the intent of Title IX as it applies to you, a grievance procedure is herein identified to provide for an orderly hearing process regarding the alleged grievance.


Step I.  Informal.  The district guidance counselor(s), is/are designated by the school district as the individuals to coordinate Title IX and Section 504.  If you believe there is a violation of the policy statement, please see a district guidance counselor and discuss your question with him/her.  If, after an informal discussion, you continue to believe a violation exists, proceed to step two (2).


Step II.  Complete a formal grievance form available from a district guidance counselor, sign it and return the completed form to him/her within three (3) days of the informal meeting.  Within seven (7) days, a district guidance counselor will respond in writing with an answer to the formal grievance.


Step III.  Should the response in step two (2) not answer your question or resolve the alleged condition, you may check Step III (3) on the form and return it to the district guidance counselor within three (3) days.  Within 15 days of the receipt of the written request, an informal meeting before a neutral hearing officer will be held.  The parent(s) and individual may take part in the hearing and have an attorney represent them at their own expense.  Counsel may also represent the district.  The hearing officer will make a decision within 10 calendar days after the conclusion of the said hearing.  The decision of the hearing officer will be given, in writing, to the District’s 504 coordinator and to said parents/individuals.


Step IV.  Should you believe, after step three (3), a Title IX violation did exist and is not to be corrected, you may file a complaint with the Office for Civil Rights, Department of Health, Education and Welfare, Washington, D.C.

STUDENT LOCKERS

Student lockers are the property of the school district.  Students shall use the lockers assigned to them by the school district for storing their school materials and personal belongings necessary for attendance at school.  It shall be the responsibility of students to keep their assigned lockers clean and undamaged.

To ensure students are properly maintaining their assigned locker, the principal of the building may periodically inspect all lockers.

School officials may conduct periodic inspections of all, or a randomly selected number of, school lockers. However, the school district shall provide written notice to each student, and the adult who enrolls the student at the school, that school officials may conduct periodic inspections of the school lockers without prior notice.  An inspection under this subsection shall only occur in the presence of the students whose lockers are being inspected.

WEAPONS

The board believes weapons, other dangerous objects and look-a-likes in school district facilities cause material and substantial disruption to the school environment or present a threat to the health and safety of students, employees and visitors on the school district premises or property within the jurisdiction of the school district.

School district facilities are not an appropriate place for weapons, dangerous objects and look-a-likes.  Weapons and other dangerous objects and look-a-likes will be taken from students and others who bring them onto the school district property or onto property within the jurisdiction of the school district or from students who are within the control of the school district.

Parents of students found to possess weapons, dangerous objects or look-a-likes on school property are notified of the incident.  Possession or confiscation of weapons or dangerous objects will be reported to law enforcement officials, and students will be subject to disciplinary action including suspension or expulsion.

Students bringing firearms to school or knowingly possessing firearms at school will be expelled for not less than one year.  The superintendent has the authority to recommend to the board of education that this expulsion requirement be modified for students on a case-by-case basis.  For purposes of this portion of this policy, the term "firearm" includes, but is not limited to, any weapon which is designed to expel a projectile by the action of an explosive, the frame or receiver of any such weapon, a muffler or silencer for such a weapon, or any explosive, incendiary or poison gas.

Weapons under the control of law enforcement officials are exempt from this policy.  The principal may allow authorized persons to display weapons, other dangerous objects or look-a-likes for educational purposes.  Such a display will also be exempt from this policy.  It is the responsibility of the superintendent, in conjunction with the principal, to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy.

SMOKING - DRINKING - DRUGS

The Central Lyon board prohibits the distribution, dispensing, manufacture, possession, use, or being under the influence of beer, wine, alcohol, tobacco, other controlled substances, or "look alike" substances that appear to be tobacco, beer, wine, alcohol or controlled substances by students while on school district property or on property within the jurisdiction of the school district; while on school owned and/or operated school or chartered vehicles; while attending or engaged in school activities; and while away from school grounds if misconduct will directly affect the good order, efficient management and welfare of the school district.

The board believes such illegal, unauthorized or contraband materials generally cause material and substantial disruption to the school environment or present a threat to the health and safety of students, employees, or visitors.

Violation of this policy by students will result in disciplinary action including suspension or expulsion.  Use, purchase or being in possession of cigarettes, tobacco or tobacco products for those under the age of eighteen (18), may be reported to the local law enforcement authorities.  Possession, use or being under the influence of beer, wine, alcohol and/or of a controlled substance may also be reported to the local law enforcement authorities.

Students who violate the terms of this policy may be required to satisfactorily complete a substance abuse assistance or rehabilitation program approved by the school board.  If such student fails to satisfactorily complete such a program, the student may be subject to discipline including suspension or expulsion.

The board believes the substance abuse prevention program shall include:

·
Age-appropriate, developmentally-based drug and alcohol curriculum for students in grades kindergarten (K) through twelve (12), which address the legal, social, and health consequences of tobacco, drug and alcohol use and which provide information about effective techniques for resisting peer pressure to use tobacco, drugs or alcohol;

·
A statement to students that the use of illicit drugs and the unlawful possession and use of alcohol is wrong and harmful;

·
Standards of conduct for students that clearly prohibit, at a minimum, the unlawful possession, use, being under the influence of or distribution of illicit drugs and alcohol by students on school premises or as part of any of its activities;

A clear statement that disciplinary sanctions, up to and including suspension or expulsion and referral for prosecution, will be imposed on students who violate the policy and a description of those sanctions;

STUDENT ASSISTANCE PROGRAM

Building Assistance Team

Central Lyon Community School District recognizes that students can experience a number of personal, behavioral/medical problems, which can have an adverse affect on their behavior, conduct, or academic performance in school.  Such problems could include learning disabilities, physical illness or problems, emotional and psychological problems, family or legal problems, alcohol or other drug abuse, or other personal problems.  The school becomes concerned when any of these problems, which may occur in a student or in a family member, repeatedly and definitely interferes with a student’s school performance, or jeopardizes the health, safety, welfare, educational opportunity, or rights of other students or personnel.

Therefore, Central Lyon Community School District establishes a Building Assistance Team (BAT) to handle problems arising from behavioral/medical problems including alcohol and other drug abuse, to function within the following guidelines:


1.  The responsibility to maintain satisfactory or acceptable levels of academic performance and general conduct remains with the student at all times, whether in school, at school-sponsored events, or on school grounds.  When school performance falls below satisfactory or acceptable levels, the student may be given the choice of (1) improving conduct or performance, (2) accepting the appropriate disciplinary action, or (3) accepting referral to the Student Assistance Program staff resources.


2.  Students may be referred to the Building Assistance Team Program staff by the building principal, who will, if necessary, refer to the BAT team.  Referrals may come from any staff member or employee who is aware of a student who (1) exhibits a pattern of definite and repeated unacceptable or unsatisfactory performance, (2) who violates a school rule, or state or federal statute, or (3) who manifests any signs, symptoms, or indications of the presence of a behavioral/medical problem.


3.  The Building Assistance Team staff will investigate the referral and when deemed necessary, they will recommend referral to the appropriate source of care.  Parents/guardians will be called in by the team and/or the building principal when necessary.


4.  At all times, it is the prerogative of the student to accept referral to the Building Assistance Team or to professional assistance or to reject it.  If a student accepts or rejects assistance, it still remains his/her responsibility to bring academic and conduct performance up to satisfactory or acceptable levels, or face such disciplinary action as may be warranted.  Professional assessment may be required by the building principal as a condition of continuing in the regular school program.


5.  If a student accepts referral and treatment, the fact will be regarded as it would for any illness, with respect to benefits or privileges.  So long as a student is involved with the BAT Program, and is cooperatively and/or successfully addressing his/her problem, the student may remain in school and continue with normal activities and privileges.


6.  No records of a student’s involvement with the Building Assistance Team are to be kept in his/her permanent file.  What minimal records, which must be kept, are to be considered of a medical nature, and will be maintained separately.  No records or conversations a student may have with a member of the BAT Program staff will ever become part of the student’s permanent file or cumulative record.  The fact of a student’s participation in the BAT Program, in addition to specifics will remain absolutely confidential, and subject to state and federal regulations governing confidentiality and the release of information.


7.  An essential feature of the Student Assistance Program is that students who think they have   a behavioral/medical problem, including alcohol and other drug abuse, may contact the BAT Program staff resources voluntarily, with the same assurance of confidentiality.


8.  Central Lyon Community School District also recognizes that a student can be adversely affected by the stress resulting from a family member with a behavioral/medical or personal problem, including alcohol and other drug abuse.  Therefore, referrals from the staff may be extended to all students and their immediate family members, at either’s request.

9. The awareness and support of parents/guardians for a student with a behavioral/medical or personal problem is extremely important.  However, a student or parents/guardians who do not desire to cooperate in improving school performance, or in making assistance available, the student’s status in school will be re-evaluated.

10. It is against school policy for anyone to be in school, on school grounds, or at school-sponsored activities, to be under the influence of alcohol or other drugs.  Federal and state laws prohibit the possession, use, sale or delivery of alcoholic beverages and controlled substances on school grounds.

11. Prescription medications are construed as exceptions to this policy when used by the individual for whom they are prescribed, and in the manner prescribed.

12. It is the responsibility of the building principals and/or their designee to use procedures consistent with this policy.  Nothing in this policy is intended to result in any special regulations or exceptions from standard administrative practices regarding student discipline.   Referrals of school employees are encouraged.

SEARCH AND SEIZURE

School district property is held in public trust by the board.  School district authorities may, without a search warrant, search students, student lockers, personal effects, desks, work areas or student vehicles based on a reasonable and articulable suspicion that a school district policy, rule, regulation or law has been violated.  The search shall be in a manner reasonable in scope to maintain order and discipline in the schools, promote the educational environment, and protect the safety and welfare of students, employees and visitors to the school district facilities.

School authorities may seize any illegal, unauthorized or contraband materials discovered in the search.  Items of contraband may include, but are not limited to, nonprescription controlled substances, marijuana, cocaine, amphetamines, barbiturates, apparatus used for controlled substances, alcoholic beverages, tobacco, weapons, explosives, poisons and stolen property.  Such items are not to be possessed by a student while they are on school district property or on property within the jurisdiction of the school district; while on school owned and/or operated school vehicles or chartered buses; while attending or engaged in school activities; and while away from school grounds if misconduct will directly affect the good order, efficient management and welfare of the school district.  Possession of such items will be grounds for disciplinary action including suspension or expulsion and may be reported to local law enforcement officials.  The board believes that illegal, unauthorized or contraband materials cause material and substantial disruption to the school environment or presents a threat to the health and safety of students, employees, or visitors on the school district premises or property within the jurisdiction of the school district.

It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent, in conjunction with the principal, to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy.

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I.
Searches, in general.


A.
Reasonable and Articulable Suspicion:  A search of a student will be justified when there are reasonable grounds for the suspicion that the search will turn up evidence that the student has violated or is violating the law or school district policy, rules, or regulations affecting school order.



Reasonable suspicion may be formed by considering factors such as the following:



(1)
eyewitness observations by employees;



(2)
information received from reliable sources;



(3)
suspicious behavior by the student; or,



(4)
the student's past history and school record, although this factor alone is not sufficient to provide the basis for a reasonable suspicion.


B.
Reasonable Scope:  A search will be permissible in its scope or intrusiveness when the measures adopted are reasonably related to the objectives of the search.  Reasonableness of scope or intrusiveness may be determined based on factors such as the following:



(1)  the age of the student;



(2)  the sex of the student;



(3)  the nature of the infraction; and



(4)  the exigency requiring the search without delay.

II.  Types of Searches


A.
Personal Searches



1.
A student's person and/or personal effects (e.g., purse, backpack, etc.) may be searched when a school official has reasonable suspicion to believe the student is in possession of illegal or contraband items or has violated school district policies, rules, regulations or the law, affecting school order.



2.
Personally intrusive searches will require more compelling circumstances to be considered reasonable.




(a) Pat-Down Search:  If a pat-down search or a search of a student's garments (such as jackets, socks, pockets, etc.) is
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conducted, it will be conducted in private by a school official of the same sex as the student and with another adult witness of the same sex present, when feasible.




(b) A more intrusive search, of the student's person, handbags, bookbags, etc., is permissible in emergency situations when the health and safety of students, employees, or visitors are threatened.  Such a search may only be conducted in private by a school official of the same sex as the student, with an adult of the same sex present unless the health or safety of students will be endangered by the delay which may be caused by following these procedures.  Strip searches are prohibited.


B.
Locker Searches


1.
Inspections:  Although school lockers are temporarily assigned to individual students, they remain the property of the school district at all times.  The school district has a reasonable and valid interest in ensuring the lockers are properly maintained.  For this reason, periodic inspections of lockers is permissible to check for cleanliness and vandalism.




School officials may conduct periodic inspections of all, or a randomly selected number of, school lockers.  However, the school district shall provide written notice to each student, and the adult who enrolls the student at the school, that school officials may conduct periodic inspections of all school lockers without prior notice.  An inspection under this subsection shall only occur in the presence of the students whose lockers are being inspected.



2.
Searches:  The student's locker and its contents may be searched when a school official has reasonable suspicion that the locker contains illegal or contraband items.  Such searches should be conducted in the presence of another adult witness when feasible.


C.
Automobile Searches


Students are permitted to park on school premises as a matter of privilege, not of right.  The school retains authority to conduct routine patrols of the student parking lots.  The interior of a student's automobile on the school premises may be searched if the school official has reasonable and articulable suspicion to believe that illegal, unauthorized or contraband items are contained inside.
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INTERVIEWS OF STUDENTS BY OUTSIDE AGENCIES

Generally, Central Lyon students may not be interviewed during the school day by persons other than parents, school district officials and employees.

Requests from law enforcement officers and from persons other than parents, school district officials, and employees to interview students shall be made through the principal's office.  Upon receiving a request, it shall be the responsibility of the principal to determine whether the request will be granted.  Prior to granting a request, the principal shall attempt to contact the parents to inform them of the request and to ask them to be present.

If a child abuse investigator wishes to interview a student, the principal will defer to the investigator's judgment as to whether the student should be interviewed independently from the student's parents, whether the school is the most appropriate setting for the interview, and who will be present during the interview.

Students will not be taken from school without the consent of the principal and/or without proper warrant.

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USE OF MOTOR VEHICLES

The board recognizes the convenience to families and students of having students drive to and park at their school attendance center.  Driving a motor vehicle to and parking it at the student's attendance center is a privilege.

Students who drive to and park at their school attendance center shall only drive to and park at their designated attendance center.  Students may not loiter around or be in their vehicle during the school day without permission from the principal.  Students shall leave their attendance center when there is no longer a legitimate reason for them to be at their attendance center.  Students who drive shall enter and leave the parking lot by the routes designated by the principal.  

Students who live within one mile of school, and would not otherwise be eligible for a student driving permit, may be eligible for a student driving permit, for driving to and from school and school activities and practices, if the student demonstrates an acceptable need to be determined at the discretion of the School Administration.  The School Administration reserves the right to make the final decision.  

Students who wish to drive to and park at their school attendance center shall comply with the rules and regulations established by the building principal.  Failure to comply with this policy or the school district rules shall be reason for revocation of school driving and parking privileges as well as other disciplinary action including suspension and expulsion.

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STUDENT CONDUCT

The board believes inappropriate student conduct causes material and substantial disruption to the school environment, interferes with the rights of others, or presents a threat to the health and safety of students, employees, and visitors on school premises.  Appropriate classroom behavior allows teachers to communicate more effectively with students.

Students will conduct themselves in a manner fitting to their age level and maturity and with respect and consideration for the rights of others while on school district property or on property within the jurisdiction of the school district; while on school owned and/or operated school or chartered vehicles; while attending or engaged in school activities; and while away from school grounds if misconduct will directly affect the good order, efficient management and welfare of the school district.  Consequences for the misconduct will be fair and developmentally appropriate in light of the circumstances.

Students who fail to abide by this policy, and the administrative regulations supporting it, may be disciplined for conduct which disrupts or interferes with the education program; conduct which disrupts the orderly and efficient operation of the school district or school activity; conduct which disrupts the rights of other students to participate in or obtain their education; conduct that is violent or destructive; or conduct which interrupts the maintenance of a disciplined atmosphere.  Disciplinary measures include, but are not limited to, removal from the classroom, detention, suspension, probation, and expulsion.

A student who commits an assault against an employee on school district property or on property within the jurisdiction of the school district; while on school-owned or school-operated chartered vehicles; or while attending or engaged in school district activities will be suspended by the principal.  Notice of the suspension is sent to the board president.  The board will review the suspension and decide whether to hold a disciplinary hearing to determine whether to impose further sanctions against the student which may include expulsion.  In making its decision, the board shall consider the best interests of the school district, which shall include what is best to protect and ensure the safety of the school employees and students from the student committing the assault.  Assault for purposes of this section of this policy is defined as, when, without justification, a student does any of the following:

(
an act which is intended to cause pain or injury to, or which is intended to result in physical contact which will be insulting or offensive to another, coupled with the apparent ability to execute the act; or
(
any act which is intended to place another in fear of immediate physical contact which will be painful, injurious, insulting or offensive, coupled with the apparent ability to execute the act; or

(
intentionally points any firearm toward another or displays in a threatening manner any dangerous weapon toward another.

The act is not an assault when the person doing any of the above and the other person are voluntary participants in a sport, social or other activity, not in itself criminal, when the act is a reasonably foreseeable incident of such sport or activity, and does not create an unreasonable risk of serious injury or breach of the peace.

Removal from the classroom means a student is sent to the building principal's office.  It is within the discretion of the person in charge of the classroom to remove the student.

Detention means the student's presence is required during non-school hours for disciplinary purposes.  The student can be required to appear prior to the beginning of the school day, after school has been dismissed for the day, or on a non-school day.  Whether a student will serve detention, and the length of the detention, is within the discretion of the licensed employee or the building principal, disciplining the student.

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STUDENT CONDUCT

Suspension means; either an in-school suspension, an out-of-school suspension, a restriction from activities or loss of eligibility.  An in-school suspension means the student will attend school but will be temporarily isolated from one or more classes while under supervision.  An in-school suspension will not exceed ten consecutive school days.  An out-of-school suspension means the student is removed from the school environment, which includes school classes and activities.  An out-of-school suspension will not exceed ten consecutive school days.  A restriction from school activities means a student will attend school and classes and practice but will not participate in school activities.

Probation means a student is given a conditional suspension of a penalty for a definite period of time in addition to being reprimanded.  The conditional suspension will mean the student must meet the conditions and terms for the suspension of the penalty.  Failure of the student to meet these conditions and terms will result in immediate reinstatement of the penalty.

Expulsion means an action by the board to remove a student from the school environment, which includes, but is not limited to, classes and activities, for a period of time set by the board.
Discipline of special education students, including suspensions and expulsions, will comply with the provisions of applicable federal and state laws. 

It is the responsibility of the superintendent, in conjunction with the principal, to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy.

NOTE:  This is a mandatory policy and outlines the school district's basic student conduct.  Details of how this policy will be implemented should be included in the student handbook.  The paragraph regarding assault of school district employees is Iowa law.   For more detailed discussion of this issue, see IASB's Policy Primer, October 10, 2002.

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STUDENT SUSPENSION

Administration Action
A.
Probation


1.
Probation is conditional suspension of a penalty for a set period of time.  Probation may be imposed by the principal for infractions of school rules, which do not warrant the necessity of removal from school.


2.
The principal will conduct an investigation of the allegations against the student prior to imposition of probation.  The investigation will include, but not be limited to, written or oral notice to the student of the allegations against the student and an opportunity to respond.  Written notice and reasons for the probation will be sent to the parents.

B.
In-School Suspension


1.
In-school suspension is the temporary isolation of a student from one (1) or more classes while under administrative supervision.  In-school suspensions may be imposed by the principal for infractions of school rules which are serious but which do not warrant the necessity of removal from school.


2.
The principal shall conduct an investigation of the allegations against the student prior to imposition of an in-school suspension.  The investigation will include, but not be limited to, written or oral notice to the student of the allegations against the student and an opportunity to respond.  In-school suspension will not be imposed for more than ten (10) school days.  Written notice and reasons for the in-school suspension will be sent to the student's parents.

C.
Out-of-School Suspension


1.
Out-of-school suspension is the removal of a student from the school environment for periods of short duration.  Out-of-school suspension is to be used when other available school resources are unable to constructively remedy student misconduct.
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2.
A student may be suspended out of school for up to ten (10) school days by a principal for a commission of gross or repeated infractions of school rules, regulations, policy or the law, or when the presence of the student will cause interference with the maintenance of the educational environment or the operation of the school.  The principal may suspend students after conducting an investigation of the charges against the student, giving the student:



a.
Oral or written notice of the allegations against the student and



b.
The opportunity to respond to those charges.



At the principal's discretion, the student may be allowed to confront witnesses against the student or present witnesses on behalf of the student.


3.
Notice of the out-of-school suspension will be mailed no later than the end of the school day following the suspension to the student's parents and the superintendent.  A reasonable effort shall be made to personally notify the student's parents and such effort shall be documented by the person making or attempting to make the contact.  Written notice to the parents shall include the circumstances which led to the suspension and a copy of the board policy and rules pertaining to the suspension.

D.
Suspensions and Special Education Students


1.
Students who have been identified as special education students may be referred for a review of the student's Individual Education Program (IEP).  The IEP may be revised to include a continuum of intervention strategies and programming to change the behavior.


2.
Students who have not been identified as special education students may be referred for evaluation after the student's suspension to determine whether the student has a disability and is in need of special education.
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EXPULSION

Only the board may expel a student (from the school environment).  The removal of a student from the school environment, which includes, but is not limited to, classes and activities, is an expulsion from school.

Students may be expelled for violations of board policy, school rules or the law.  It shall be within the discretion of the board to discipline a student by using an expulsion for a single offense or for a series of offenses depending on the nature of the offense and the circumstances surrounding the offense.

It shall be within the discretion of the superintendent to recommend to the board the expulsion of a student for disciplinary purposes.  Only the board may take action to expel a student and to readmit the student.  The principal shall keep records of expulsions in addition to the board's records.

When a student is recommended for expulsion by the board, the student shall be provided with:


1.
Notice of the reasons for the proposed expulsion;


2.
The names of the witnesses and an oral or written report on the facts to which each witness testifies unless the witnesses are students and, if so, their names may be released at the discretion of the superintendent;


3.
An opportunity to present a defense against the charges and provide either oral testimony or written affidavits of witnesses on the student's behalf;


4.
The right to be represented by counsel; and,


5.
The results and finding of the board in writing will be open to the student's inspection.

In addition to these procedures, a special education student must be provided with additional procedures. A staffing team should determine whether the student's behavior is caused by the student's disability and whether the conduct is the result of inappropriate placement.  Discussions and conclusions of this meeting should be recorded.

If the special education student's conduct is not caused by the disability, the student may be expelled or suspended for a long-term period following written notice to the parent and pursuant to the school district's expulsion hearing procedures.  If the misconduct is caused by the disability and a change in placement is recommended, the change must be made pursuant to the placement procedures used by the school district and in compliance with IDEA (Individuals with Disabilities Education Act).

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FINES - FEES - CHARGES

The board believes students should respect school district property and assist in its preservation for future use by others.  Students may be assessed fines, charges, or fees for the materials needed in a course, for overdue school materials, for participating in activities, or for misuse of school property.

The superintendent shall inform the board of the dollar amount to be charged to students or others for fines, charges, or fees annually.  It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent, in conjunction with the principal, to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy.

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STUDENT FEE WAIVER AND REDUCTION PROCEDURES

The board recognizes that while fees charged students are appropriate and authorized, certain students and their families are not financially able to pay the fees.  The school district will grant either full waivers or partial waivers depending upon the circumstances and the student or student's parents' ability to meet the financial criteria.


A.
Waivers -



1.
Full Waivers - a student will be granted a full waiver of fees charged by the school district if the student or student's parents meet the financial eligibility criteria for free meals under the Child Nutrition program guidelines.  Students in foster care are also eligible for full waivers.



2.
Partial Waivers - a student will be granted a partial waiver of fees charged by the school district if the student or the student's parents meet the financial eligibility criteria for reduced price meals offered under the Child Nutrition program.  The reduction percentage will be 40 percent.


B.
Application - Parents or students eligible for a fee waiver shall make an application on the form provided by the school district.  Applications may be made at the time of registration but must be renewed annually.


C.
Confidentiality - The school district will treat the application and application process as any other student record and student confidentiality and access provisions will be followed.


D.
Appeals - Denials of a waiver may be appealed to the Superintendent of Schools and he/she must provide a written response within five (5) days.  If the parent/student is not satisfied with the actions of the Superintendent, they may appeal to the Board for redress at the next regular Board meeting.  The Board shall reply in writing within five (5) days.  If the parent/guardian or student is not satisfied with the School Board’s decision, he/she may appeal to the Iowa Department of Education, Grimes State Office Building, Des Moines, Iowa, 50319.
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STUDENT FEE WAIVER AND REDUCTION PROCEDURES


E.
Fines or charges assessed for damage or loss to school property are not fees and will not be waived.


F.
Notice - the school district will annually notify parents and students of the waiver.  The following information will be included in registration materials and printed in the student handbook:




Students whose families meet the income guidelines for free and reduced price lunch, the Family Investment Program (FIP) or who are in foster care are eligible to have their student fees waived or partially waived.  Parents or students who believe they may qualify should contact the principal or building secretary at the time of school registration for a waiver form.  This waiver does not carry over from year to year and must be completed annually.
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STANDARD FEE WAIVER APPLICATION

If your child(ren) qualifies for free or reduced price meals, you may also be eligible for other benefits.  One of these benefits is school fees.  If you sign this waiver, your child(ren) will be considered for a full or partial waiver of school fees.  I understand that I will be releasing information that will show that I applied for free and reduced price school meals for my child(ren).   I give up my rights to confidentiality for waiver of school fees ONLY.

GOOD CONDUCT RULE

Participation in school activities is a privilege.  The Board of Education believes that co-curricular activities can contribute to the physical, social and moral development of the young men and women who participate.  It is the purpose of the Board of Education to establish reasonable rules which are conducive to this development.

Students who participate in extracurricular activities serve as ambassadors of the school district throughout the calendar year, whether away from school or at school.  Students who wish to have the privilege of participating in extracurricular activities must conduct themselves in accordance with board policy and must refrain from activities which are illegal, immoral or unhealthy.

Students who fail to abide by this policy and the administrative regulations supporting it may be subject to disciplinary measures.  The principal shall keep records of violations of the good conduct rule.

It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent to develop rules and regulations for school activities.  Students wishing to participate in school activities must meet the requirements set out by the school district for participation in the activity.

The following standards of eligibility pertain to any Central Lyon student who is participating in co-curricular activities which include all athletics, vocal and instrumental music, cheerleading, drama, speech, yearbook staff, FFA, FHA and any other activity co-curricular offered at Central Lyon.

In order to participate in co-curricular activities, students must meet the District’s and the Iowa Athletic Union’s requirements.  Participation will be determined on the predetermined criteria below.  During any period of ineligibility, the student may practice but cannot take part in a performance, contests or activity.

The following code of conduct pertains to any Central Lyon Community School student who is participating in co-curricular activities.

Any student involved in co-curricular activities whose conduct would make him or her unworthy to represent the ideals, principles, and standards of his or her school may be ruled ineligible by the building principal and will remain ineligible until the building principal reinstates that student’s eligibility.  The determination and period of ineligibility are the responsibility of the principal and athletic director.  Due process, as outlined in Board Policy, will be afforded all students.

Training rules are a matter of self-discipline.  The best performance the individual is capable of producing comes only after the body and mind have been conditioned through a regular training routine.

This code is to be followed by all student activity participants.  The activity code is to be signed by the participants and their parent/guardian at the beginning of each school year or before each activity season.

Use of tobacco, alcohol and controlled substances regarded as undesirable habits for middle school/senior high school students (grades 6-12) and includes possession, distribution, purchasing, selling, use or being under the influence of any of the above.  Abstinence at all times is required for activity participants, which means twelve (12) months a year.  A violation during summer vacation/non-scheduled school time will be on a referral basis to the athletic director.  

The rules are listed below:

1.  In the event that a student comes under the jurisdiction of any court for juvenile delinquency or is charged with a crime, except minor traffic violations, he/she may be declared ineligible to participate in co-curricular activities.

2.  In the event that a student admits to, or is found guilty of, illegal use and/or purchase, distribution, sale, possession of or use of tobacco or drugs, and/or alcoholic beverages, he/she shall be declared ineligible for participation in co-curricular activities.  It is understood that the student will be given due process rights in all instances.

A.  If a student involved in co-curricular activities violates any of the above rules,    he/she shall be subject to the following:

FIRST OFFENSE

Option A-The student will not be permitted to participate in twenty-five percent of the scheduled contests or performances during the season of the violation or if the violation occurs out of season the penalty will be imposed during the next co-curricular activity in which the student elects to participate.

Option B-The student can elect to participate in eight (8) hours of counseling with approval and a referral from a school official.  Court assigned JADE will provide the counseling services that will deal directly with the substance abuse.  Costs for counseling will be the responsibility of the student and/or parents or guardian.  In addition, the student will also not be permitted to participate in one scheduled contest or performance during the season of the violation or if the violation occurs out of season the penalty will be imposed during the next co-curricular activity in which the student elects to participate.  


If Option B is chosen and JADE is not court assigned – the student will perform 10 hours of community service in addition to the missed event.


If rule one (1) is violated, the student will miss the next scheduled event and perform (10) hours of community service through the school.  The student must complete the community service in thirty (30) calendar days from the date of suspension.


The student will be placed on twelve (12) months’ probation following the first offense.  If no other violations occur during the probationary period, the violator’s status will return to a full student condition.

SECOND OFFENSE

If this offense occurs during a student’s probationary period, the student will not be permitted to participate in fifty (50) percent of the total scheduled contests or performances during the season of the violation starting with the next contest or performance.  If the violation occurs out of season, the penalty will be imposed during the next co-curricular activity in which the student elects to participate.  The student will be referred and required to participate in and complete a substance abuse program, at his/her own or parent’s expense.


The time remaining on probation will be extended to twelve (12) months.

THIRD OFFENSE
A.  A third (3rd) offense within any probationary period will result in a one (1)-year suspension from all co-curricular activities.  The student will also be required to complete a substance abuse program, at their own or parent’s expense, to regain eligibility.

B.  In the event of a violation of the good conduct rules, the student and his/her parents/ guardian will meet with a committee composed of the following school personnel:  principal, athletic director, activity sponsor, and/or coach.  The student’s probationary contract and terms of probation will be discussed.  If a substance abuse program is chosen or required, the student and his/her parents/guardian will meet with the aforementioned committee and the counselor upon completion of the substance abuse program.

C.  Special Provisions:


1.  Each day of actual competition will count as one (1) event when  completing the period of ineligibility.


2.  Mid to late-season suspensions-If the number of events a student is ineligible to participate in exceeds the number remaining in the current season, the ineligibility will carry over into the next season or activity.  The numbers of activities or events carried forward will be prorated.


3.  After each violation of the good conduct rule a student is on probation for one (1) year.  If no violations occur during the probationary period, the student’s previous violations are expunged from his/her record.


4.  The student must participate in all practices while ineligible, unless the period of ineligibility is one (1) year.


5.  Each activity sponsor shall retain the prerogative to add additional regulations pertaining to the activity.  Example-training hours, attendance requirements, etc.  A copy must be on file with the principal and athletic director.


6.  In the event the situation occurs which is not covered in this policy, the building principal will provide a ruling based upon the principal’s belief as to the intent of this policy.


7.  Percentages of activities or events will be based on regular season contests and/or performances.


8.  If violation of rule two (2) involves tobacco, counseling will be provided by the school’s guidance counselor.


9.  When a student has enrolled their second year of high school, he/she will not be permitted to use a co-curricular activity he/she has not previously participated in to work off a period of ineligibility without the approval of the building principal.

    10.  Actual competition will be defined as one (1) calendar date in which a student is scheduled to participate in publicly.

D.  Students apprehended and charged by a law of enforcement agency during the school year for violation of the above rules will have seven (7) calendar days to report the violation to school officials.  Failure to report the violation will result in a one (1) year suspension from activities.  When school is not in session, the student committing the violation shall report it no later than the first (1st) student day of the student’s return to school.

E.  A Central Lyon student has a right to appeal any part of the activity code.  A request for an appeal must be made in writing within fifteen (15) days of the infraction.

Steps of appeal:

1.   Athletic Director-A written decision shall be rendered within five (5) school days after the action has taken place.


a.  A student may appeal the decision, however, the appeal must be made within five (5) days after the written decision by the athletic director to the next level or void the student’s appeal rights.

2.  Appeal Board-The appeal board shall consist of two (2) teachers, one (1) administrator, and two (2) members of the School Improvement Advisory Committee (SIAC).  A written decision shall be rendered within five (5) school days after the hearing.


a.  A student may appeal the decision, however, the appeal must be made within five (5) days of the written decision of the appeal board to the next level or void his/her appeal rights.

3.  School District Superintendent-A written decision shall be rendered within five (5) school days after the hearing.

      a.  A student may appeal the decision, however, the appeal must be made within five (5) days after the District Superintendent’s written decision to the next level or void his/her appeal rights

CORPORAL PUNISHMENT

Corporal punishment is defined as the intentional physical punishment of a student and is prohibited.  It includes the use of unreasonable or unnecessary physical force or physical contact made with the intent to harm or cause pain.  No employee is prohibited from:

Using reasonable and necessary force, not designed or intended to cause pain, in order to accomplish any of the following:

Using incidental, minor, or reasonable physical contact to maintain order and control.

Reasonable physical force should be commensurate with the circumstances of the situation.  The following factors should be considered in using reasonable physical force for the reasons stated in this policy:

1.
The size and physical, mental, and psychological condition of the student;


2.
The nature of the student's behavior or misconduct provoking the use of physical force;


3.
The instrumentality used in applying the physical force;


4.
The extent and nature of resulting injury to the student, if any;


5.
The motivation of the school employee using physical force.

Upon request, the student's parents are given an explanation of the reasons for physical force.

It is the responsibility of the superintendent to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy.

CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES

A.  Extra-curricular activities of students are recognized as essential and desirable for the school program and are deemed worthy of liberal financial support; but extravagant or wasteful expenditure of money is to be scrupulously avoided.

B.  All student activities of the Central Lyon Community School District shall be under the control and supervision of the superintendent; but the superintendent will, at his/her discretion, delegate direct supervision of such student organization and activities that may be within the Central Lyon School.

C.  All student organizations and classes will keep complete and accurate financial and business records.  All classes and organizations will budget their spending within their financial receipts.  In other words, each organization and class must be self-supporting.

D.  All student activity monies will be deposited with the secretary of the Superintendent who will keep complete and accurate records of the accounts of each organization, class and/or activity, pursuant to statute.

E.  No member of the student body or faculty shall be permitted to solicit funds or merchandise for any activity without the approval of the Superintendent.

F.  All money raising activities must be approved by the Administration.

G.  Student athletes in grades 9-12 who want to participate in a non-school sport during the same school sport season MUST have written permission from the high school principal.  If the high school principal is unavailable, written permission must be obtained from the athletic director.  Non-school participation may NOT conflict with a school sport practice or game.  Violation of the policy will result in a 12 month ineligibility in that same sport as required by the IHSAA, IGHSAU, and the Department of Education.

STUDENT GOVERNMENT

The student council provides for student activities, serves as a training experience for student leaders, promotes the common good, gives students a share in the management of the school, develops high ideals of personal conduct, acts as a clearinghouse for student activities, seeks to interest students in school district affairs and helps solve problems that may arise. STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS

Secondary school student-initiated, noncurriculum-related groups and student curriculum-related groups, upon receiving permission from the principal, may use school facilities for group meetings during non-instructional time.

Non-instructional time shall mean any time before the first (1st) period of the day and after the last period of the day in which any student attends class.  Meetings shall not interfere with the orderly conduct of the education program or other school district operations.  It shall be within the discretion of the principal to determine whether the meetings will interfere with the orderly conduct of the education program or other school district operations.  Activities relating to and part of the education program shall have priority over the activities of another organization.

Curriculum-Related Organizations
It shall also be the responsibility of the principal to determine whether a student group is curriculum-related.  One (1) or more of the following questions will be answered affirmatively if the group is curriculum-related:

Is the subject matter of the group actually taught in a regularly offered course?


·
Will the subject matter of the group soon be taught in a regularly offered course?


·
Does the subject matter of the group concern the body of courses as a whole?


·
Is participation in the group required for a particular course?


·
Does participation in the group result in academic credit?

Secondary school curriculum-related student organizations may use the school district facilities for meetings and other purposes before and after the instructional school day.  Employees shall be assigned to monitor approved meetings and may interact with curriculum-related organizations.

STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS

Noncurriculum-Related Organizations
Student-initiated, noncurriculum-related organizations shall be provided access to meeting space and school district facilities.

Only students may attend and participate in meetings of noncurriculum-related groups.  Such attendance shall be strictly voluntary and student-initiated.  As a means of determining whether a student's attendance is voluntary, the principal may require parental consent for the student to attend the meetings.

Employees will be assigned to monitor approved meetings.  Employees shall not participate in the meeting or assist in planning, criticizing, or encouraging attendance.  Only students may be involved in and attend the noncurriculum group's meetings.

It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent, in conjunction with the principal, to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy.

STUDENT PUBLICATIONS

Central Lyon students may produce official school publications as part of the curriculum under the supervision of a faculty advisor and the principal.  Official school publications include material produced in the journalism, newspaper, yearbook, or writing classes and distributed to the student body either free, for a fee, or in the Lyon County Reporter.
Any expression made by students, including student expression in official school publications, is not an expression of official school policy.  The school district, the board, and the employees or officials are not liable in any civil or criminal action for any student expression made or published by students unless the employees or officials have interfered with or altered the content of the student speech or expression.  The liability, if any, is only to the extent of the interference or alteration of the speech or expression.

Official school publications are free from prior restraint by employees or officials except as provided by law.  A faculty advisor shall supervise student writers to maintain professional standards of English and journalism and to comply with the law including, but not limited to, the restrictions against unlawful speech.  The production of official school publications shall be guided by the law and by the ethical standards adopted by professional associations or societies of journalism.

Persons, other than students, who believe they have been aggrieved by student expression in a student-produced official school publication shall follow the grievance procedure outlined in board policy 213.1R1  Students who believe their freedom of expression in a student-produced official school publication has been restricted shall follow the grievance procedure outlined in board policy 502.41.

The principal shall be responsible for developing a student publication code with the approval of the superintendent.  This code shall include, but not be limited to, reasonable rules including time, place, and manner of restrictions.  The principal shall also be responsible for distributing this policy and the student publication code to the students and their parents.

Responsibilities of faculty advisors.


Faculty advisors shall supervise student writers to maintain professional standards of English and journalism and to comply with the law including, but not limited to, the restrictions against unlawful speech.

Student expression in an official school publication shall not be deemed to be an expression of the school district.  The school district, the board, and the employees or officials are not liable in any civil or criminal action for any student expression made or published by students unless the employees or officials have interfered with or altered the content of the student expression. STUDENT PERFORMANCES

Students, as part of the education program, may participate in contests or other public and private events approved by the superintendent that will be of benefit to the student and the education program.  Performance at such events is a privilege.

Students, who perform at such events, serve as ambassadors of the school district and must conduct themselves in the same manner as required in the regular school day.  Students who fail to abide by this policy and the administrative regulations supporting it may be subject to disciplinary measures.

Students will be allowed to perform in these events only with proper permission and supervision and when the events do not disrupt the education program or other school district operations.  The events must be approved by the superintendent, unless it involves unusual travel and expense, in which case the board must approve of the performance.

Events in which Central Lyon students participate during school hours or as representatives of the school but at locations outside the school must be sponsored and supervised by professional school personnel.  Rules of behavior/conduct shall be the same at any in-school activity or event.

It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent, in conjunction with the principal, to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy. In developing the administrative regulations, these guidelines shall be followed:

Performances by student groups below the high school level should be allowed on a very limited basis;

All groups of students should have an opportunity to participate; and,



· 
Extensive travel by one group of students should be discouraged.

It shall be within the discretion of the superintendent to determine whether the event will benefit the education program and the participating students.  Contests or other performances by students unapproved by the superintendent shall be the responsibility of the parent and the student.

STUDENT ACTIVITY PROGRAM

Participation in school activities is a privilege.  School activities provide the benefits of promoting additional interests and ability in the students during their school years and for their lifetime.

Students will have an opportunity to participate in a school activity unless the activity is not offered or the student cannot participate for disciplinary reasons.  If the activity is an intramural or interscholastic athletic activity, students of the opposite sex will have a comparable opportunity for participation.  Comparable opportunity does not guarantee boys and girls will be allowed to play on each other's teams when there are athletic activities available that will allow both boys and girls to reap the benefits of school activities, which are the promotion of additional interests and abilities in the students.

Student activity events must be approved by the superintendent unless they involve unusual travel expense, in which case the board will take action.  
A high school student who participates in school sponsored athletics may participate in a non-school sponsored sport during the same season with approval of the high school principal and the, activities director.  

It is the responsibility of the superintendent to develop administrative regulations for each school activity.  These regulations will include, but not be limited to, when physical examinations will be required, how and when parents will be informed about the risk of the activity, academic requirements, and proof of insurance on the student participating in certain activities.  Students wanting to participate in school activities must meet the requirements set out by the school district for participation in the activity.

GUIDELINES FOR SETTING ADMISSION FEES AND HANDLING

SCHOOL ACTIVITY PASSES

Building principals may distribute passes to their building’s school-related activities that waive admission charges for selected individuals or groups.

School Activity Passes

Building Principals:

1.  Will identify all other ages groups who must pay an admission charge and develop for Board approval admission charges, which comply with standards, established by conference membership.

2.  Will establish written criteria for the issuing of activity passes.

The Board of Education recognizes the value to students participating in a broad spectrum of extra-curricular activities.  Extra-curricular activities contribute to the total educational program and serve to promote community involvement and pride in the schools.  Therefore, the Board authorizes the Superintendent to provide season activity tickets for a reduced ticket amount for students which will be reviewed by the Board of Education periodically in regard to expenses incurred for the activity program and finds necessary to sustain a vibrant co-educational program.

Child, Student, and Adult Admissions

For the purpose of establishing admission fees to school activities:

1.  the category “child” will refer to children who are not yet attending kindergarten.

2.  the category “student” will refer to all students who attend school at the kindergarten (K) through twelfth (12th) grade level.

3.  individuals attending post high school courses of study will not be eligible for “student” admissions and must pay the “adult” admission.

4.  the category “adult” will refer to all individuals who are not eligible for either the “child” or “student” category.

5.  the category “Senior Citizen” will refer to all individuals who are 65 years old or older.

CLASS FUNDS

Class funds (95, 96, etc.) are accumulated under authority of the school board.  Such monies shall be expended to meet school/student related needs and the desires of the class when approved by the class, the advisor, and the building principal or his/her designee.

Prior to the time of graduation, the Senior Class will decide the disposition of all class funds.  It may be appropriate to select a gift to the school or institute a scholarship from the class.  This decision shall be decided by a majority vote of the class members present at a regularly scheduled class meeting.  A graduating senior class must have in its treasury a minimum of $100.00 over and above the amount necessary to cover all known outstanding bills.  All funds in the accounts after graduation will be transferred to another activity fund.

All funds on hand and unencumbered after the class graduation shall become the property of the school district and shall be transferred to the appropriate activity fund account.  

Any funds in the activity accounts earned by clubs which cease to function shall, after the period of one (1) calendar year, be transferred to the general fund or may be transferred to other activity accounts upon the approval of the Superintendent.

STUDENT PROGRESS REPORTS AND CONFERENCES

Students shall receive a progress report at the end of each grading period.  Students who are doing poorly, and their parents, shall be notified prior to the end of the semester to provide an opportunity to improve their grade(s).  The board encourages the notification of students who have made marked improvement prior to the end of the semester.

Parent-teacher conferences will be held twice annually at all grade levels to keep parents informed.  

Parent-teacher conferences are approved by the Board of Education upon adoption of the school calendar.

STUDENT PROMOTION - RETENTION - ACCELERATION

Students may be promoted to the next grade level at the end of each school year based on the student's achievement, age, maturity, emotional stability, and social adjustment.

The retention of a student will be determined based upon the judgment of the licensed employee and the principal.  When it becomes evident a student in grades kindergarten through eight (K-8) may be retained in a grade level for an additional year, the parents will be informed.  

Students in grades nine through twelve (9-12) will be informed of the required course work necessary to be promoted each year.  When it becomes evident a student in these grades will be unable to meet the minimum credit requirements for the year, the student and parents will be informed.  

Students in grades kindergarten through twelve (K-12) with exceptional talents may, with the permission of the building principal, superintendent and parents, request classes beyond their current grade level suitable to their exceptional talents and shall receive appropriate credits/grades for course(s) taken in the K-12 education curriculum.   A student requesting to receive high school credit for a course, while a middle school student, must take the course in the appropriate high school class if student classroom space and schedule permit.  Enrichment opportunities outside the school district may be allowed when the same or similar curriculum or courses are not provided within the Central Lyon curriculum.

STUDENT HONORS AND AWARDS

The school district will provide a program that establishes honors and awards including, but not limited to, academic letters, scholarships and good citizenship awards for students to assist students in setting goals.  Students will be made aware of honors and awards and the action necessary on the part of the student to achieve them.  It is possible that students who have not attended the Central Lyon school district for their entire education or have not attended an accredited public or private school will not be eligible for honors and awards.

TESTING PROGRAM

A comprehensive testing program is established and maintained to evaluate the education program of the school district and to assist in providing guidance or counseling services to students and their families.

No student is required, as part of any applicable program, funded by the Unites State Department of Education, to submit to a survey, analysis or evaluation that reveals information concerning:

political affiliations or beliefs of the student or student’s parent:

mental or psychological problems of the student or the student's family;

sex behavior or attitudes;

illegal, anti-social, self-incriminating or demeaning behavior;

critical appraisals of other individuals with whom respondents have close family relationships;

legally recognized, privileged and analogous relationships, such as those of lawyers, physicians and ministers;

· religious practices, affiliations or beliefs of the student or student’s parent; or


(
income,(other than that required by law to determine eligibility for participation in a program or for receiving financial assistance under such program);

without the prior consent of the student (if the student is an adult or emancipated minor), or in the case of an unemancipated minor, without the prior written consent of the parent.

It is the responsibility of the superintendent, in conjunction with the principal, to develop administrative regulations regarding this policy.

It is the responsibility of the board to review and approve the evaluation and testing program.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Students must successfully complete the courses required by the board and Iowa Department of Education in order to graduate.
It shall be the responsibility of the superintendent to ensure that students complete grades one (1) through twelve (12) and that high school students complete forty-eight (48) credits prior to graduation (includes May Term).  The following credits will be required:

Effective in the 2004-2005 school year, all high school students must be enrolled in a minimum of six (6) classes plus Physical Education per semester.  Any variance from this requirement must have prior approval from the High School Guidance Counselor and the High School Principal. 
The required courses of study will be reviewed by the board annually.

Graduation requirements for special education students will be in accordance with the prescribed course of study as described in their Individualized Education Program (IEP).  
Core Diploma


An individualized path to graduation is considered as needed for juniors or seniors at risk of dropping out. Student must earn 36 credits and satisfy Central Lyon graduation core class requirements. Parent involvement is crucial and parent and administrative consent is required. The traditional diploma requires 48 credits and includes a wider selection of elective classes, advanced placement, and dual credit courses.  Core diploma course work may include on-line individualized course work.

EARLY GRADUATION

Generally, students will be required to complete the necessary course work and graduate from high school at the end of grade twelve (12).  Students may graduate prior to this time if they meet the minimum graduation requirements stated in board policy.

A student who graduates early will no longer be considered a student and will become an alumnus of the school district.  However, the student who graduates early may participate in commencement exercises.

Central Lyon School Board does not have the authority to limit when a student may graduate early.  Students can graduate early whenever they meet the Central Lyon School District’s graduation requirements. When a student requests early graduation, the student will receive a notice from the school district that the student has graduated, if the student applies at least two (2) weeks prior to the beginning of the next semester. The early graduate will not be allowed to participate in activities but may attend prom and commencement.

Forms for early graduation will be submitted in a timely fashion.

COMMENCEMENT

Students who have met the requirements for graduation will be allowed to participate in the commencement proceedings provided they abide by the proceedings organized by the school district.  Students who have not met the requirements for graduation may not be allowed to participate in the commencement proceedings.  It shall be the responsibility of the principal to solicit input from each graduating class regarding the proceedings for their commencement.

Failure of a student to participate in commencement shall not be a reason for withholding the student's final progress report or diploma certifying the student's completion of high school.

Students that have met the requirements for a Central Lyon Alternative School diploma may participate in Commencement.
