1. Attendance 
a. Students and staff encouraged to stay home when they don’t feel well. 

i. Those with COVID symptoms will be encouraged to get tested. 
 

b. Central Lyon will follow IDPH and IDOE guidelines from May. 
i. Individuals who test positive for COVID-19 will need isolate. 
ii. Students and staff who may have been exposed will be allowed to continue to 

attend school, but will encouraged to stay home if they present any symptoms 
associated with COVID-19. 

 
2. Social Distancing & the Learning Environment 

a. Staff members will be encouraged to utilize social distancing when the learning objectives 
call for teacher-directed instruction. If the learning objective calls for cooperative learning, 
social distancing will decrease. 

 
3. Masks & Face Coverings 

a. Central Lyon will follow Governor Reynolds proclamation from May which states that 
students and staff cannot be required to wear a face mask. 
 

b. Students and staff who are not vaccinated are strongly encouraged to wear a mask when 
they are unable to socially distance. 

 
4. Hand washing & Hand Sanitizer 

a. School entrances and classrooms will be equipped with hand sanitizer for students, staff, 
and visitors to use frequently. 
 

b. Students will be reminded to cover their coughs/sneezes, wash their hands frequently, 
and use hand sanitizer when exiting and entering the classroom. 

 
5. Water Bottles 

a. Students and staff are encouraged to bring water from home in bottles with lids that can 
refilled throughout the school day. 

 

6. School Transportation 
a. Bus routes will return to their pre-COVID protocols. Students will not be required to wear 

face masks while riding the bus. 
 

b. In-town shuttles before and after school will cease to exist, all students will be picked-up 
and dropped-off as they were prior to last school year. 

 
 

7. Breakfast & Lunch 
a. All students will receive free breakfast and lunch. 
b. Extra milk, second entrée, or second meals will be charged to student lunch accounts.
